Stanford Club of Singapore Book Prize 2011
 Official Application
Each year the Stanford Club of Singapore (an association of Stanford alumni) offers a Book Prize competition for Singapore’s pre-university students. This will be the fifteenth consecutive year in which the Book Prize competition is being held.  The Stanford alumni here in Singapore believe that this competition is an excellent way to raise the level of awareness about the opportunities in the US for university education, and especially about Stanford University, which already has many links to Singapore.
Our competition focuses on skills in writing, speaking, and communicating.  It is designed to identify and recognize outstanding young individuals who demonstrate uncommon talent in school and the community and who have the potential for success in an American university environment.  Three finalists are awarded books of current interest, and the grand prize winner receives a trip to Stanford campus.  

As you will see, the Application sets essay questions, and in this respect is very much like a typical application for entrance into Stanford or other American universities.  This year’s contest offers a range of essay topics that should appeal to students from every academic field.  

The contest is open to all students (regardless of nationality) who are enrolled in JC-1 (or IBDP grade-11) during 2010 and are promoted to JC-2 (or IBDP grade-12) beginning in January 2011.  The Applications should be submitted for judging in January after you have been promoted.  A panel of judges from the Stanford Club then reads all of the applications.  Semi-finalists are selected for interviews with the judges, and the three finalists are then determined.  
An Awards Dinner will be held in April, at which the names of the grand prize winner and two runners-up are announced.  Each of the three finalists receives a book prize selected from current books on the Stanford Undergraduate reading list.  And the grand prize winner receives a roundtrip ticket to San Francisco along with a weeklong stay on Stanford campus.  This trip offers the winner a chance to meet students, attend classes, and experience life at Stanford. 
RULES:

This Application must be mailed to the address above and postmarked no later than 31 January 2011.  Please submit your application in duplicate.  Applications will not be accepted by email, or in softcopy format.

All responses are to be typed into the spaces provided on the Application with the exception of the essay questions, which may be printed on separate sheets.  It is acceptable to submit applications on a photocopy of the application form.  Word and space limits should be noted.

Responses to all questions must be the original work of the applicant.  No editorial, conceptual, or secretarial assistance is to be sought or accepted.

Once the Application has been submitted, neither the Stanford Club of Singapore Book Prize Committee nor the Panel of Judges will respond to any inquiries from applicants regarding the process or their prospects.

All participants will be informed of their results by mail.
