My Journey Back to Singapore
with Chen Show Mao, Stanford Alum & MP for Aljunied

Stanford alum Chen Show Mao has taken a fascinating journey from Singapore to widely scattered points overseas and then back again. After growing up in Singapore, he studied in the US and the UK, and then worked in the US and China. He returned to Singapore earlier this year and shortly thereafter was elected as a Member of Parliament for Aljunied. He will be sharing the story of his journey and what brought him back to Singapore. 
Until July 2011 Chen Show Mao was a partner of Davis Polk & Wardwell, a leading law firm, and managed its China practice. He advised the Agricultural Bank of China on its recent US$22 billion IPO as well as China National Offshore Oil Company on its proposed US$19 billion acquisition of Unocal. He has also worked with sovereign wealth funds such as The China Investment Corporation and the Development Fund of the ROC. Show Mao has received much recognition for his professional accomplishments as a corporate lawyer, including by The American Lawyer as a 2010 Dealmaker of the Year. Before he began full-time practice as a corporate lawyer, Show Mao worked at research institutions such as Ralph Nader’s Centre for Study of Responsive Law the National Bureau of Economic Research and the Research & Planning and Enforcement divisions of the New York Stock Exchange. He is a Rhodes Scholar and an alumnus of Stanford, Oxford and Harvard. While at Stanford, he was awarded the prize for the best paper in law and economics. Here, Show Mao studied at Catholic High School and Anglo-Chinese School, and he served as an infantry platoon commander during national service. Since 2007, he has served on the Singapore Management University Law School Advisory Board. Show Mao believes that the best way to ensure good governance for Singapore is through the growth of a competitive opposition that offers a credible alternative to the party in government.
