We are delighted to invite Stanford alumni to a small and informal reception with the Dean of the Stanford Engineering School on Friday, 6 February 2009.  
Dean Plummer will discuss engineering’s role in energy and environmental efforts, a particularly timely topic given both the focus on energy in the new US administration and Stanford’s announcement of the establishment of its new Energy Institute in January. He will also discuss how quantitative information from biology is allowing engineers to rapidly develop bioengineering. Dean Plummer will also update participants on the new Engineering Quad that is under construction.   
Dr. James D. Plummer has been dean of the School of Engineering at Stanford University since September 1999. He has been the John M. Fluke Professor of Electrical Engineering at Stanford University since 1978. Dr. Plummer has a primary interest in NanoScale silicon devices and the technologies needed to build them. His research focuses on silicon integrated circuit devices and technology. He is a co-inventor of the ... basic T-RAM technology and his primary interests are in developing physically based models for silicon structures and fabrication processes and applying these results in the design of new devices, including NanoScale structures, high voltage devices, and devices and circuits aimed at special applications.  He holds numerous technical awards and honors, and was elected to the National Academy of Engineering in 1996. He holds a B.S. in Electrical Engineering from the University of California, Los Angeles, an M.S. in Electrical Engineering, and a Ph.D. in Electrical Engineering from Stanford University.
