You’re invited to join fellow alumni for a rewarding evening with Professor Jim Howell of the Stanford University Graduate School of Business as he discusses the changes and outlook for major powers in the world economy. 
Since World War II, global economic power and influence have shifted but have always included the United States, the European Union, and Japan. Recently we have seen the emergence of China as a world economic power. It is now the world’s third largest economy, thus igniting speculation and debate about whether the US - with the economic problems of the Bush years - will sink into second place behind China. Will India also soon move into this exclusive club of major economic powers? What will that mean for Japan and Europe? And what is the outlook for the US economy as it heads into an election year as well as the final years of the Bush administration? After a presentation on the prospects for these countries, Professor Howell will engage with participants in what promises to be a lively discussion about traditional and emerging economic powers. 
Professor Howell has been at Stanford for many years, and is the author of several books, including European Economics, East and West and Mathematical Analysis for Business Decisions. A graduate of Yale University with PhD in economics, Professor Howell was the first recipient of the Stanford Business School Robert T. Davis Faculty Award for lifetime achievement in 1996.
